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The Newsletter of the Department of History and Philosophy of Science (PHS)
aims to inform about activities of its members of staff and students.

PHS is among the highest rated of humanities
departments in Greece, in terms of international research citations.

® The research project “Testing under
crisis, a history from HIV/AIDS to
COVID-19: between public debates and
health policies — CrisisTesting” was
launched in February 2024, led by the
Principal Investigator Katerina Vlanto-
ni, Assistant Professor in the HPS
Department. The project is implemented
in the framework of H.F.R.I call “Basic
research Financing (Horizontal support
of all Sciences)” under the National
Recovery and Resilience Plan “Greece
2.0” funded by the European Union —
NextGenerationEU (H.F.RI.  Project
Number: 16024). Building on the history
of medical science and technology,
CrisisTesting explores the
between developing, implementing and
communicating public health policies in

interplay

relation to testing over the course of four
decades, from the HIV/AIDS to the
COVID-19 pandemics. CrisisTesting
pays attention to sociomedical appro-

priations of tests during health crises by
studying the public health policies and
the public debates in Greece. In other
words, takes into account the national
context in order to examine the
appropriation of testing technologies,
from medical discourse to public
discourse. The aim is to study testing
and screening practices in historical
perspective by exploring the ways they
get entrenched in health policies during
crises. To carry out the research,
CrisisTesting relies on a synthesis of
methodological approaches,
upon historiographical suggestions
from the history of science, technology
and medicine, and the history of
epidemics/pandemics, while enriching
theoretically the research framework
with approaches from the social studies
of medicine and science & technology
studies. The research team consists of 5
members: Athanasios Barlagiannis (Re-

Abstract: This dissertation focuses on
the relation between modern states and

Its main research question
concerns the ontological nature of state
formation and state power investigated
from the perspective of the technical
materialities that perform them. The
research is further focused on the case
of the Greek state and its digital

This
is why e-government projects are
analyzed using the concept of
technopolitics. The topic is approached
mostly from the perspective of Science
Technology  Studies  (STS).
Nevertheless, theoretical inspiration
and concepts are also drawn from other
disciplines like the History of
Technology, Historical = Sociology,
Political Theory and Political Science as
well as Public Administration theory.

Title: Radical Science Journal
Undercurrents: aspects of the British

and

radical science movement.

Abstract: The 1960s and 1970s mark the
development of the radical science
movements in the United Stated, Great
Britain and elsewhere. These movements
critique the abuse of science, its mode of
production and specific characteristics of
its content. My PhD focuses on the

British radical science movement and
specifically on two of its major journals:
Radical Science Journal and Undercurrents.
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Radical Science Journal drew ideas
mainly from the work of Karl Marx and
the Marxist tradition and attempted to
undermine the established notion of
scientific “neutrality”. The dissertation
explores Radical Science Journal’s ideas
during the 1970s as well as its historical
and theoretical connections to the
School of Edinburgh and the Sociology
of Scientific Knowledge. It brings forth
the fact that the ideas of the social
construction of science was proposed in
a different way from other mediums

apart from the established field of

Science and Technology Studies.
Undercurrents expressed the
movement’s ecological and fringe

ideas. The articles in Undercurrents were
related to alternative technologies, self-
sufficiency and fringe science. The
dissertation focuses on fringe science,
namely a form of alternative science
which incorporated values and ideas
from occultism, metaphysics and the
New Age of that period. The study of
Undercurrents as a medium of fringe
ideas defines a new aspect of radical
science which has been understudied
by the existing literature on radical
science movements.

Title: Dialogue between Church and
State _on the legislation of abortion
related issues from 1978 to 1986.
Language: Greek

Abstract: The objective of this research
is the study of the dialogue between the
Greek Orthodox Church and the
Hellenic State regarding legislation
issues related to abortions. The study

timeframe set is the eight years starting
with the voting of a crucial legislation in
1978, that brought under the spotlight
the issue of abortions and paved the road
towards legalization, and ends with the
voting and enforcing of the Hellenic Law
609/1989, with which abortions were
legalized. In order to understand the
rationale and the historical context, the
research focuses on the study of the
institutional route of the legislation of
abortions, the Women’s Movement acts,
the reactions of the Greek Orthodox
Church, the of Mass Media
(especially the printed media) and the
impact that the legislation procedure had
on the relation between the Greek
Orthodox Church, the Hellenic State and
the Women’s movement. The essence of

role

the dialogue is studied through the
classification and of the
arguments and counter-arguments, that
were posed during the study timeframe.
On the Greek Orthodox Church’s behalf,
the arguments were collected from
Circulars and Sermons, Memoranda and
Recommendations of official Synodal
Committees, resolutions from public
protests, pamphlets from Metropolises
and religious organizations, telegrams
and writings of defenders of the
ecclesiastical position, both from clergy
and laity. From the perspective of the
Greek State, the research focuses on law
proposals, minutes of Parliamentary
Committees, amendments that were
tabled (whether they were incorporated
into the final text of the law or not), and
minutes of the Plenary Meetings of the
Greek Parliament or of the respective
Parliament Section. From the present

analysis

conclusions are drawn regarding the ter-

ms and the character of the dialogue,
the essence, scope and breadth of the
arguments and their evolution during
the period of interest.

anchors, the social status of women and
the gradual assimilation of progressive

ideas in the Greek society.
