Inaugurated
during the academic year of 2021-2022, this new series
aspires to engage all disciplines relating to the study
of the ancient world, focusing both on the written
sources and on the material evidence, through the
participation of experienced as well as younger scholars.

The seminars are co-organised by the Institute of
Historical Research of the NHRF, the Department of
History and Archaeology of the National Kapodistrian
University of Athens and the Ecole Francaise d’Athénes,
and intend to encourage discussion between scholars
of different disciplinary backgrounds. The Seminars are
held monthly and are hosted every year by one of the
three organizing institutions.
