CV of Prof. Thomas Graumann

Thomas Graumann studied Theology and Classical
Philology at the University of Monster, where he was also
awarded his Doctor of Theology with a thesis on Ambrose
of Milan’s interpretation of the Gospel of Luke. He
completed the Habilitation at the University of Bochum,
writing about the origins of the notion of church fathers in
the Greek speaking churches of late antiquity. He was
appointed Lecturer at the University of Cambridge in 2001,
where he is currently Professor of Ancient Christian
History and Patristic studies. He has held a Fellowship at
the University of Bamberg and was a Guest Professor at the
Humboldt University of Berlin.
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
